
 
 

 

WHERE CAN WE RECYCLE? 

Please be advised that effective January 1st, 2024, the Regional Landfill, the Amisk, Czar and 

Bodo Transfer Stations will no longer be accepting any plastic Chemical Containers.  See 

below. 

As of January 1st, 2023, most of the "low-volume" municipal jug collection sites phased out 

collections and growers in these areas will turn to their local ag retailer (or the point of 

purchase) for recycling their containers in Spring 2024.  

For now, Chemical container bags are available at the Landfill, Transfer Sites and at Provot 

and Hughenden Public Works Shops.   

Landfill:  Tires.  Compost Material.  Wet Cell Batteries (Car, RV, Marine).  Used Oil.  Plastic Oil Containers. 

Oil Filters.  Propane Tanks.  Fire Extinguishers.  Heavy Metals.  Light Metals including vehicles).  Wire.  Cable.  

Freon Units (there will be an additional charge for all freon units).  Spray Paint and Household Paint.   

Cardboard.   TV’s.  Printer Cartridges.  Printers.  Fax Machines and Computers.   Electronics including small 

appliances, audio visual, telecom, power and air tools.  Electronic games, toys and music.  Pesticide 

Containers:  Triple or pressure rinsed and Remove labels and lids.  Seed Treatment Containers: Rinse, if 

possible.  If rinsing is not possible, close cap securely and place unrinsed jugs in collection bag.  

Agriculture Plastics including grain bags and twine (First Wednesday of every month).  Hazardous 

Household Waste. 

Amisk Transfer Site:  Heavy Metal.  Light Metals.  Wire. Freon Units (there will be an additional charge 

for all freon units). Spray Paint and Household Paint.  TV’s.  Printer Cartridges. Printers. Fax Machines and 

Computers.  Electronics including small appliances, audio visual, telecom, power and air tools.  Electronic 

games, toys and music.  Cardboard.  Oil Filters.  Pesticide Containers:  Triple or pressure rinsed and 

Remove labels and lids.  Seed Treatment Containers: Rinse, if possible.  If rinsing is not possible, close cap 

securely and place unrinsed jugs in collection bag. 

Hughenden Transfer Site:  Spray Paint and Household Paint.  Used Oil.  Oil Filters.  Cardboard  

Czar Transfer Site:   TVs.  Printer Cartridges.  Printers.   Fax machines.  Computers.  Oil Filters.  

Electronics including small appliances, audio visual, telecom, power and air tools.  Electronic games, toys 

and music.  Cardboard.  Pesticide Containers:  Triple or pressure rinsed and Remove labels and lids - Seed 

Treatment Containers: Rinse, if possible.  If rinsing is not possible, close cap securely and place unrinsed 

jugs in collection bag. 

Cadogan Transfer Site:   Cardboard.  Oil Filters 

Bodo Transfer Site:  Cardboard.  Oil Filters.   Pesticide Containers:  Triple or pressure rinsed and 

remove labels and lids - Seed Treatment Containers: Rinse, if possible.   If rinsing is not possible, close cap 

securely and place unrinsed jugs in collection bag.   

 

Recycling bins are available in the Town of Provost, all Transfer Sites and the Landfill for 

residents of the M.D., Town and Villages.
